Rod’'s Mom, Linda, says she knew
she had given birth to an artist when
at a very young age her son was not
so concerned with coloring books but
drawing tattoos on the neighbor kids
with ink. Every weekend Rod was
staging some kind of play or circus in
the backyard. There was always a
yard full of kids and even parents
curious to see what the young Rod
Farrington would cook up next. And
of course, he was always finding
ways for his parents and sibling to be
involved as well. Linda assures us
this still true today.

At the tender age of 18, Rod first
came to the Lewiston Civic Theatre
as part of a back stage crew. His first
role ever on our stage was in 1987
when he played Edsel in Best Little
Whore House in Texas. During the
past 20 years, he has acted in over
45 plays taking on diverse and varied
roles. In 1996 playing the conflicted
gay man who sings about love in
Falsetto Land, Rod won the “Best
Actor” Award Region Seven at the
AACT national competition. At other
AACT competitions, he has won the
“Best Set Design” award twice.

Nevertheless, Rod is not only a
talented actor; he is an accomplished
director as well. He has directed at
the LCT, LCSC, and of course, at Le
Braggadocio, his own dinner theatre
that he created and ran for two
years.

Rod was one of the original founders
of LCT’s Annual Fundraiser, Jukebox
Saturday  Night. Jukebox has
become one of the community's
most acclaimed and well attended
summer events. Also in the
community, Rod serves as Chair and
Masters of Ceremonies for St
Joseph’s Hospital Foundation, has
been active with the Lewiston and
Clarkston Rotary, is a member of IEI
English Institute at LCSC, and over
the years has given much of his
talent and insight to numerous other
community organizations.

For 45 years, The Lewiston Civic
Theatre has provided quality
entertainment to our community. For
his exceptional and dedicated
contribution to this our primary
mission we honor Rod Farrington
tonight.
